In the early 1800’s the land in Northfield was divided primarily into two groups.  The first group, 
known as “Yankees”, was of English descent, and settled primarily in the eastern part of the Township.  
The second group was comprised of Catholics from Ireland who settled in the western part.  
 
 The land on which Rolling Meadows sits passed through the hands of several of these Irish families.  
James Cahel bought it from the United States government in 1833, and sold it to the Laughlin family in 
1834.  In 1838 the McLaughlins bought it from the Laughlins.  The O’Briens bought the land in 1860 
and sold it to the Burke family that year.  Then, 150 years after Northfield Township had its 
beginning, Tony Fielek and his brothers, Harry and Louis, bought 165 acres of farmland from the Burke 
family.  They cleared the land, hired a landscape architect and built a golf course. 
 
Rolling Meadows Country Club became a reality in 1978.  Today it is owned and operated by the family 
of Tony Fielek.
